ALL MATCHES BEST OF 5 FRAMES 
SEMIS & FINAL BEST OF 7 FRAMES 

 
All players must report to the Tournament Director or his Deputy on arrival 

 
• All players are expected to be in attendance at least 15 minutes before the start of 

their scheduled games. 
 

• Any player not in attendance and ready to play at the designated start time will lose 
one (1) frame when the referee calls the game to commence. 

 
• If a player is not in attendance 15 minutes after the designated start time or when the 

referee calls the game to commence, his/her game shall be declared a walkover given 
to his/her opponent. If both players are in default of being absent after the aforesaid 
grace period of 15 minutes, both players will be declared in default and their game 
deemed a walkover with no frames or points awarded to either player. 

 
All losing players are required to referee the next scheduled match 

(or ask the Director of referees for another referee to mark the match at the set fee) 
 

All disputes will be referred to the Tournament Directors or Director of Referees 
and their decision will be final’ 

Interstate players outside the top 16 will be required to play on Friday May 1st from 5.30pm 
 

DRESS CODE: National Ranking Dress Code 
Formal attire shall be worn in all sessions of all matches. Long sleeved, PLAIN coloured shirts fully 

buttoned to the waist. Bow ties, waistcoats and dress shoes shall be worn for all matches.
