Entries will only be accepted if they are on the official entry form, accompanied by the entry fee and
received by the closing date for entries. Entries received after the closing date will not be accepted.

On Sunday winning cheques for all matches during the day and high break prizes will be presented after
the final.

All players to comply with ABSC Code of Ethics during this tournament.

CONDITIONS OF PLAY

Competitors shall be in attendance at least 15 minutes before the designated starting time of his/her
match. Any competitor not ready to commence play at the designated starting time shall immediately lose
one frame. Any competitor not ready to commence play 15 minutes after the designated starting time
shall forfeit the match.
